The Dual Channel receiver is a critical part of any CATV head-ends where engineers 
want to receive over-the-air digital signals to monitor or pass-on the signal onto their 
cable customers.  By receiving two separate RF signals in one RU unit, rack space is 
saved and the cost of receiving 8-VSB signals per channel is minimized.  The dual 
channel receiver’s two DVB-ASI outputs may then be multiplexed using KTech’s 2-to-1 
multiplexer (MUX-150E) to generate a single 38.784 Mbps ASI output for modulation 
with 64/256 QAM system.   
 
KTech’s dual channel receiver solution is an easy, affordable way to satisfy the must-
carry rule imposed by the FCC for the CATV MSO’s.
